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Dear People of God,

This week we celebrate the feast of St. Luke, one of
the evangelists, or Gospel writers. He was not an
apostle, as was Matthew and John. Tradition has it he
was a Greek-speaking physician and a very intelligent
person. Early in his /Christian life he was a disciple,
possibly a convert, of St. Paul and traveled with him
on some of his missionary journeys. Later he wrote
two books of the New Testament — his gospel, of
course, and the Acts of the Apostles. Luke wrote for
Christians who were more Gentile and Greek-speaking
than Jewish; hence, his different approach in narrating
the life of Christ.

It is Luke who narrates most of the infancy stories of
Jesus, who has a special sensitivity for the position and
role of women, and tells us most about Mary.

Some notable themes of Luke’s writings are: salvation
is for all; Jesus brings an abundance of mercy and
forgiveness; we are to be a joyful people because of
the salvation brought to us by Christ.

May St. Luke bless us with an ever-increasing love for
and understanding of the sacred scriptures, and
devotion to our heavenly Mother, Mary, of whom he
wrote so beautifully.
