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Devotion to Mary in May

May is the Month of our Blessed
Mother Mary. In order to demonstrate
our devotion to Mary and prepare our-
selves for the Parish Patron Feast Day,
the Rosary will be recited 20 minutes
before all three Sunday Masses every
weekend in May. Please arrive on time
so that together we can give thanks to
Mary for all the blessings and help she
has given our Parish over the past
years.

Also, the Parish earnestly invites
everyone to take a little time to partici-
pate in the “Living Rosary” daily in May.

The Rosary
may be recited anywhere and any time
during the day but must not be inter-
rupted. Otherwise the floral crown to be
offered to Mary will not be complete.
