And as the highest-ranked Canadian Catho-
lic prelate outside Quebec, he will also be-
come the primary spokesman for the Church
in English Canada. As an archbishop, he is
familiar with the role. As a cardinal, it takes
on greater weight.

(1 Samuel 3:10)

Taking a walk down the street or sitting in a bus or
train or plane, seeing people with ear-plugs and head-
phones is common sight! What are they shutting them-
selves from and what are they choosing to listen to?

The Magis of last Sunday taught us something about
listening to the voice of God through signs — the Star
from the East! Today, God comes to speak to Samuel,
though in a human voice, but that voice was mistaken, up
until Eli guided Samuel to the recognition of God’s
voice.

Do we still hear God speaking to us today through the
ministers of his Church? Even though the prophecy to be
given to Samuel was against Eli the priest, God still used
Eli the priest, who was to be punished for the sins of his
children, to guide Samuel to the recognition of the voice
of God! Can any moral good come from the Church?

There is no teaching of the Church that is more dis-
puted and challenged today than sexual morality! Listen
to St. Paul: “The body is meant not for fornication, but
for the Lord!” If Scriptures condemn sexual immorality,
why do we choose to attack the Church that convicts us
of our sins?

To the disciples who asked Jesus, in today’s gospel,
“Rabbi, where are you staying?” Jesus replies, “come and
see” (John 1:38)! The Magis saw the Star and followed it
to Saviour. Samuel heard the voice of God and became
his prophet; the disciples in the gospel, came, saw and
stayed with Jesus as his disciples! For you and me, bap-
tized as infants, brought up in the faith, raised up in the
Church: whose disciples are we, of sin or of the Church
of God?

May God help us to choose to listen and heed his call
to holiness!
