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Dear Parishioners, "l Must Be in my Father's House" (Lk. 2:49)

"Home sweet home," the saying goes. But what makes a home sweet, one may ask? Toys? Computer games?
Food? Siblings? Children? Parents? A combination of all these? Oh, maybe love?

When we cook, it is not fire, water, meat, vegetables and all kinds of condiments that make food palatable:
salt is of the essence! Milk, water, tea-bags, coffee, chocolates, without sugar, they are all less attractive. To have a
"home sweet home," one needs more than material things. Many homes are "sweet" without children, spouses, a
guarantee of food, Internet, computer games, etc. The "sweetness" of a home is guaranteed by God -

“I must be in my Father's house."

If today we celebrate Holy Family Sunday, it is the presence of God, Jesus Christ, that made that family holy.
But remember, though Jesus was physically present in that family, that family went together to the Temple to
worship God, just as we are all expected to go to Church to worship God. The "holiness" of a "holy family" is seen
externally in the way its family members behave and live their lives.

"I Must Be in my Father's House" (Lk. 2:49) is an invitation to us to know where God is. Haven't you realized
that the places, you like going to are those that you are drawn to, that give you some peace and good memories?
Don't you notice that you experience inner joy and bliss when you are in those places? There, my friends, is the
house of God because it is only God's presence that brings inner peace and serenity. Can you transform your home
and parish community into places where God is found?

In order to know whether your family is a holy family, try talking about God, then measure the receptivity of
that topic. What is the frequency of your church participation and family prayer? Does the rosary prayer figure at all
among your devotions?
