These names have very special
meanings.

Michael - “Who is like God?” This was the
challenge to the rebelious angels at their creation.
Michael is freguently shown expelling them from the
heavenly kingdom. Michael has, in Christian times,
been invoked as defender of Christianity, of the
Church. Are we as defensive of our faith as this
archangel was of the throne of God Against Lucifer?
Gabriel - “God is Mighty,” also “Messenger of
God”. We encounter Gabriel bringing the news to
Mary that she was to be the Mother of Jesus, the Son
of God. Are we attentive to the many and varied
messengers the Lord sends to us to remind us of his
everlasting and unconditional forgiveness and love?
Do we announce the Good News of salvation to all
by the way we live?

Raphael - “Healer or Medicine of God”. We
encounter Raphael in the Old Testament as he is sent
on a healing mission in the book of Tobit. How do
we serve the community as healers? Do we try to
help others in their loneliness, in their depression, in
their sorrow, in their pain? Or do we avoid them or
become a source of hurt and division in the
community?

Surely this feast will spur us on in our endeavours to
be builders of a healthy Christian community,
characterized by mutual concern for one another.
