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FROM FR. STAN’S DESK:

PERSEVERING PRAYER
In today’s Gospel Jesus tells us that we must pray
always and “not lose heart.”
Our heavenly Father is eager and willing to listen to
the pleas of His chosen ones, even though He often
compels them to keep on asking for long periods of
time.
Perseverance is essential in prayer. Don’t give up.
Keep on praying, even when there seems to be little
or no hope. That is the precious lesson Jesus teaches
us today. And so keep praying asking God to send
you a Chinese Salesian Father to be your pastor.
To many of us are like the man who came to a priest
with a problem. The priest asked him if he had prayed
about it. “Sure, Father,” the man answered. “How
often?” asked the priest. “Oh, just once,” the man
admitted. The priest then explained that we have to
keep on praying, that we “ought always to pray and
not lose heart,” as Jesus tells us today.
That is one reason we urge Catholics to pray every
day, at least morning and evening and at meals. That
is the reason we repeat the Hail Mary so often — we
want Mary to pray for us now and at the hour of our
death. That is why we should pray the Our Father
every day — “this day,” “our daily bread.” It is the
reason we Catholics come again and again — some of
us every day to our church, all of us at least every
Sunday — to the same Holy Eucharistic Sacrifice with
practically the same prayers. By not granting our
prayer at the first asking God draws us closer and
clho_lsgr to Himself, as a father does in putting off
child.
