"Neither do | Condemn You" (Jn. 8:11)

Why the story of the woman caught in adultery? The answer to this question is found in the mission of Christ. What is the
mission of Christ? According to the Nicene Creed, the mission of Christ is "for us men and for our salvation he came down from
heaven." Since the mission of Christ is for the salvation of humanity, how does Christ achieve this salvation? Once more, according
to the Nicene Creed, "I confess one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins."

To convince ourselves of the veracity of this argument, here is John's gospel 3:16-17: “For God so loved the world, that he
gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world
to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him."

The story of the woman caught in adultery shows us the power of Christ, as God, to forgive sins. For those whose sins are for-
given, they obtain salvation! However, there is a caveat here: Jesus says to the woman caught in adultery, "go your way, and from
now on do not sin again" (Jn. 8:11). The forgiveness of sins necessitates a new attitude and style of life, which we call conversion.
The forgiveness of sins is a form of resurrection from the dead - dead to sin, in order to live for righteousness.

May we avail ourselves of the sacrament of Confession today, so as to receive Christ's gifts of forgiveness and salvation!
