“l give you a new commandment, that you love one another" (Jn. 13:34)

Rabbinical Judaism tells us that there 613 laws to be kept in the Old Testament. Are these rules and regulations not enough to guide
human life that Jesus will give a new commandment? Maybe some comparisons will enlighten us.

Moses went up Mount Sinai to bring down the Ten Commandments to the Israelites; Jesus came down to human beings from

heaven as the "New Commandment."

The first Law was in letters; the second, a human being - Christ Jesus.

In the Ten Commandments, we read instructions to be kept; in the "New Commandment" we see life - Jesus Christ - to be imitated.

In the Ten Commandments, death followed disobedience to the Law; in the "New Commandment," we see life - Jesus dies for his
sisters and brothers, who were sinners and enemies of God.

Indeed, we do not have a "New Commandment;" we have a testament, a WILL written at the point of death! If the "hour of Christ"
is Christ's death for the forgiveness of human sins, then, the measure of every law, human and Divine, is LOVE - sacrificial love.
