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The saint named Mystical Doctor of the Church is by consensus a
master of the highest union with God through contemplation. His
thesis is that the strongest and deepest union with God can never come
mainly through 1) sensations, 2) emotions, 3) imagination, or 4)
reasoning. This self-forgetting experience of the Holy Spirit comes in
the form of a general, loving awareness of God in the deepest centre
of the soul. In this experience, the soul thinks the thoughts of God,
speaks the words of God and does the work of God. According to the
saint, the soul becomes God even in this life by participation in God.
There can be moral but not absolute certainty that such a soul will
never commit a mortal sin after stability in this union.
